Kindness:

Examples of unacceptable behaviour include, but are not limited to:

Hurtful words such as swearing, name-calling, mocking, negative comments, offensive jokes,
threats, yelling

Aggression such as kicking, hitting, punching, biting, hair-pulling, throwing materials, etc.
Actions that put the person at risk such as self-harm, climbing furniture, leaving the
environment without permission, using school materials in ways other than their intended use
Inappropriate use of technology including e-mail, the internet, and social media platforms

The above-mentioned behaviours will not be tolerated. School administration will analyze each
incident, taking into account the developmental capabilities of each child, the frequency of the
behaviour, and the impact of the behaviour. The school principal will communicate with parents to
advise them of the situation, the consequences, and the follow-up plan.
